Call for Papers
The topics decided for 2006 Annual Conference of the UPUEA to be held at GIDS, Lucknow are:

Theme I : Human Development : Status and Issues
With the launching of the Human Development Report in 1990, the attention was drawn from income based measurement of economic growth to human welfare related development parameters measured in terms of purchasing power adjusted per capita income, education and health as important ingredients.

Human development status in U.P. is pitiable.  At the same time there are wide variations in the levels of human development across rural and urban areas, across districts, between males and females and across various castes and social groups. The situation in Uttaranchal is relatively better.

The following sub themes may be covered under this topic:

(1) Redefining Human Development; (2) Human Deprivation at State/Regional/District Level; (3) Removing Gender Disparity; (4) Health Sector Issues; (5) Building Capabilities and Technical Skill; and (6) Financing of the Human Development

Paper writers may take up any issue in the context of U.P. and Uttaranchal. Comparative studies at state, regional and district level may be attempted. Case studies can also be taken up.

Theme II : Approach to Eleventh Five Year Plan
Economic planning is at cross roads in India. Questions are being raised about the relevance of planning in a liberalized economy. With liberalization of the Indian economy, the role of planning has drastically changed in the new policy regime.  Private sector is being encouraged to take up investment in areas where public sector played a dominant role earlier.  Still the role of the state cannot be ignored in ensuring equitable growth and infrastructural development and more so in backward states like U.P. and Uttaranchal. The Eleventh Five Year Plan has to address itself to the challenges of growth, human development and employment generation. 

The sub-themes include the following :

(1)Accelerating Agricultural and Industrial Development; (2) Approach to Infrastructural Development; (3) Rural Development and Poverty Alleviation; (4) Regional Disparity at State, Regional and District Levels; (5) Employment Generation Programmes and Strategy; and (6) Financing and Resource Mobilisatiion.

Paper writers may take a critical look at the past policies and programmes and give their suggestions for future strategies with reference to U.P. and Uttaranchal.

Theme III : Economic Reforms at the State Level
India being a federal country, the state governments play a significant role in socio-economic development. In fact, the development of many social and economic sectors like agriculture, small and medium industry, education and health are virtually the main responsibility of the state governments. Economic reform in India, initiated in the early nineties by the central government, cannot succeed without involving the states.  However, the pace of reforms has been very slow and uneven across states.

The main sub-topics under this theme would be:

(1) Scope of Reforms at the State Level and Centre-State Coordination; (2) Agricultural Sector Reforms; (3) Industrial Sector Reforms and Labour Laws; (4) Social Sector Reforms; (5) Infrastructural Sector Reform – Irrigation and Power; and (6) Government Reforms and Decentralization.
Paper writers may critically examine the on-going reforms and their impact and suggest future directions.

Papers should be analytical based on secondary or primary data. Case studies focusing on selected issue or area would be particularly welcome.

Papers should not be purely descriptive or based on summary of already published literature.

Instructions

Papers can be written either in Hindi or in English. Papers should be typed in one and a half space and should not be more than A-4 size 12 pages. A brief summary about one page should be sent along with the paper. References should to be given at the end of the paper.
